Studding Venue; e.g. a nominated show, home, or attending a new market venue (in the
future refer to the newsletter or website for more details).

Next Sequential Number; This is made up from your Flock Name, with your first ram
lamb registered as number 1, e.g. Chaddle No 1.

Sire/Dam Stud Number; From the DM ear stud number.

Sire/Dam UK Number; From the UK ear tag (this is essential for any sheep registered in
2008 or 2009 as they will have no DM number).
